Recent‌ ‌studies‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌oceans‌ ‌have‌ ‌begun‌ ‌to‌ ‌show‌ ‌a‌ ‌real‌ ‌problem‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌impacts‌ ‌pollution‌ ‌and‌‌ 
global‌ ‌warming‌ ‌are‌ ‌having‌ ‌on‌ ‌small‌ ‌islands.‌ ‌Having‌ ‌grandparents‌ ‌who‌ ‌live‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌island‌ ‌of‌ ‌Little‌‌ 
Cayman,‌ ‌I‌ ‌became‌ ‌concerned‌ ‌as‌ ‌to‌ ‌how‌ ‌this‌ ‌would‌ ‌affect‌ ‌them.‌ ‌As‌ ‌I‌ ‌researched‌ ‌this‌ ‌issue,‌ ‌on‌ ‌my‌‌ 
own,‌ ‌I‌ ‌found‌ ‌that‌ ‌there‌ ‌is‌ ‌a‌ ‌major‌ ‌issue‌ ‌of‌ ‌a‌ ‌lack‌ ‌of‌ ‌fresh‌ ‌water‌ ‌that‌ ‌is‌ ‌currently‌ ‌affecting‌ ‌the‌‌ 
Cayman‌ ‌Islands,‌ ‌along‌ ‌with‌ ‌other‌ ‌islands‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌Caribbean.‌‌ ‌

The‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌is‌ ‌a‌ ‌group‌ ‌of‌ ‌three‌ ‌islands,‌ ‌Grand‌ ‌Cayman,‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Brac,‌ ‌and‌ ‌Little‌‌ 
Cayman,‌ ‌located‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌western‌ ‌Caribbean‌ ‌Sea‌ ‌‌(Government,‌ ‌C.‌ ‌I.,‌ ‌2021).‌‌ ‌The‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌lie‌ ‌240‌ ‌km‌‌ 
south‌ ‌of‌ ‌Cuba‌ ‌and‌ ‌268‌ ‌km‌ ‌northwest‌ ‌of‌ ‌Jamaica.‌ ‌The‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌typically‌ ‌have‌ ‌a‌ ‌tropical‌‌ 
marine‌ ‌climate,‌ ‌with‌ ‌warm,‌ ‌rainy‌ ‌summers‌ ‌and‌ ‌cool,‌ ‌relatively‌ ‌dry‌ ‌winters.‌‌ ‌

The‌ ‌beautiful‌ ‌setting‌ ‌is‌ ‌what‌ ‌makes‌ ‌The‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌extremely‌ ‌popular‌ ‌tourist‌ ‌destinations.‌‌ 
Despite‌ ‌appearing‌ ‌as‌ ‌a‌ ‌getaway,‌ ‌there‌ ‌are‌ ‌a‌ ‌few‌ ‌residents‌ ‌who‌ ‌call‌ ‌the‌ ‌islands‌ ‌home‌ ‌year-round.‌‌ 
The‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌has‌ ‌a‌ ‌total‌ ‌population‌ ‌of‌ ‌around‌ ‌63,131‌ ‌‌(July‌ ‌2021‌ ‌est.‌)‌,‌ ‌‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌majority‌‌ 
of‌ ‌the‌ ‌people‌ ‌living‌ ‌in‌ ‌Grand‌ ‌Cayman.‌ ‌The‌ ‌urban‌ ‌population‌ ‌is‌ ‌about‌ ‌98.9%‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌total‌‌ 
population;‌ ‌only‌ ‌around‌ ‌1.9%‌ ‌are‌ ‌rural‌ ‌or‌ ‌employed‌ ‌in‌ ‌agriculture‌ ‌(‌The‌ ‌World‌ ‌Factbook,‌ ‌2020).‌ ‌  
The‌ ‌farms‌ ‌on‌ ‌The‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌are‌ ‌small‌ ‌when‌ ‌compared‌ ‌to‌ ‌its‌ ‌massive‌ ‌urban‌ ‌areas.‌ ‌These‌‌ 
farms‌ ‌take‌ ‌up‌ ‌little‌ ‌space‌ ‌and‌ ‌are‌ ‌crammed‌ ‌into‌ ‌smaller‌ ‌areas‌ ‌as‌ ‌only‌ ‌0.83%‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌land‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ 
islands‌ ‌is‌ ‌cultivated.‌ ‌Their‌ ‌agricultural‌ ‌crops‌ ‌are‌ ‌vegetables‌ ‌and‌ ‌fruit.‌ ‌Their‌ ‌major‌ ‌exports‌ ‌consist‌‌ 
of‌ ‌turtle‌ ‌products‌ ‌and‌ ‌manufactured‌ ‌consumer‌ ‌goods‌ ‌(‌The‌ ‌World‌ ‌Factbook,2020).‌ ‌‌The‌ ‌jobs‌ ‌they‌‌ 
have‌ ‌include‌ ‌‌tourism,‌ ‌banking,‌ ‌insurance‌ ‌and‌ ‌finance,‌ ‌construction,‌ ‌making‌ ‌construction‌‌ 
materials,‌ ‌and‌ ‌selling‌ ‌furniture.‌ ‌The‌ ‌average‌ ‌salary‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌is‌ ‌KYD‌ ‌65,432.‌ ‌‌"KYD‌‌ 
is‌ ‌the‌ ‌currency‌ ‌abbreviation‌ ‌or‌ ‌currency‌ ‌symbol‌ ‌for‌ ‌the‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌dollar‌ ‌(KYD),‌ ‌the‌‌

Food‌ ‌is‌ ‌also‌ ‌another‌ ‌important‌ ‌part‌ ‌of‌ ‌our‌ ‌everyday‌ ‌lives,‌ ‌so‌ ‌it‌ ‌is‌ ‌important‌ ‌to‌ ‌also‌ ‌examine‌ ‌the‌‌

“With‌ ‌food‌ ‌as‌ ‌colorful‌ ‌as‌ ‌the‌ ‌Island‌ ‌itself,‌ ‌the‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌surpass‌ ‌amongst‌ ‌the‌ ‌rest‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌‌ 
Caribbean‌ ‌when‌ ‌it‌ ‌comes‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌culinary‌ ‌scene.‌ ‌Blending‌ ‌and‌ ‌mixing‌ ‌spices,‌ ‌seafood,‌ ‌and‌ ‌fresh‌‌

locals.‌ ‌The‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌are‌ ‌before‌ ‌anything‌ ‌else,‌ ‌a‌ ‌tourist‌ ‌destination.‌  ‌So‌ ‌the‌ ‌local‌ ‌recipes‌‌ 
and‌ ‌ingredients‌ ‌are‌ ‌used‌ ‌to‌ ‌prepare‌ ‌many‌ ‌different‌ ‌seafood‌ ‌dishes,‌ ‌and‌ ‌these‌ ‌dishes‌ ‌are‌ ‌often‌ ‌sold‌‌ 
to‌ ‌tourists‌ ‌and‌ ‌locals‌ ‌alike,‌ ‌making‌ ‌these‌ ‌dishes‌ ‌important‌ ‌to‌ ‌both‌ ‌local’s‌ ‌health‌ ‌and‌ ‌wellness,‌‌

When‌ ‌it‌ ‌comes‌ ‌to‌ ‌options‌ ‌for‌ ‌high‌ ‌school‌ ‌and‌ ‌college,‌ ‌there‌ ‌are‌ ‌none‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌island.‌ ‌So‌ ‌those‌ ‌who‌‌ 
want‌ ‌to‌ ‌pursue‌ ‌higher‌ ‌education‌ ‌must‌ ‌go‌ ‌to‌ ‌college‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌mainland.‌ ‌(Culture‌ ‌of‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands,‌‌ 
Bo-Co).‌ ‌When‌ ‌it‌ ‌comes‌ ‌to‌ ‌access‌ ‌to‌ ‌health‌ ‌care,‌ ‌the‌ ‌families‌ ‌in‌ ‌The‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌are‌ ‌in‌ ‌luck.‌‌ 
Health-care‌ ‌coverage‌ ‌is‌ ‌mandatory‌ ‌on‌ ‌The‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands!‌ ‌Health‌ ‌facilities‌ ‌include‌ ‌a‌‌ 
state-of-the-art‌ ‌hospital‌ ‌a‌ ‌government‌ ‌healthcare‌ ‌complex,‌ ‌and‌ ‌a‌ ‌medical‌ ‌clinic‌ ‌(The‌ ‌Cayman‌‌ 
Islands.‌ ‌n.d.).‌ ‌Since‌ ‌The‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌have‌ ‌a‌ ‌relatively‌ ‌small‌ ‌population,‌ ‌most‌ ‌families‌ ‌have‌‌ 
some‌ ‌access‌ ‌to‌ ‌somewhat‌ ‌clean‌ ‌water,‌ ‌toilets,‌ ‌electricity,‌ ‌telephones,‌ ‌roads,‌ ‌and‌ ‌local‌ ‌markets.‌ ‌ ‌

Even‌ ‌though‌ ‌it‌ ‌may‌ ‌seem‌ ‌like‌ ‌a‌ ‌paradise,‌ ‌those‌ ‌living‌ ‌on‌ ‌The‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌still‌ ‌face‌ ‌struggles.‌‌ 
From‌ ‌trash‌ ‌ending‌ ‌up‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌beaches‌ ‌or‌ ‌being‌ ‌deposited‌ ‌there‌ ‌by‌ ‌residents;‌ ‌no‌ ‌recycling‌ ‌or‌ ‌waste‌‌ 
treatment‌ ‌facilities;‌ ‌to‌ ‌deforestation‌ ‌‌(Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌Geography‌ ‌2020,‌ ‌CIA‌ ‌World‌ ‌Factbook.‌‌ 
(n.d.).‌‌ ‌There‌ ‌is‌ ‌no‌ ‌shortage‌ ‌of‌ ‌problems‌ ‌that‌ ‌plague‌ ‌those‌ ‌who‌ ‌call‌ ‌The‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌home.‌‌ 
However,‌ ‌there‌ ‌is‌ ‌one‌ ‌issue,‌ ‌in‌ ‌particular,‌ ‌I‌ ‌would‌ ‌like‌ ‌to‌ ‌focus‌ ‌on;‌ ‌the‌ ‌scarcity‌ ‌of‌ ‌natural‌‌ 
freshwater‌ ‌resources.‌ ‌The‌ ‌water‌ ‌crisis‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌Caribbean‌ ‌region‌ ‌is‌ ‌currently‌ ‌worsening.‌ ‌Many‌‌

islands‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌western‌ ‌Caribbean‌ ‌Sea,‌ ‌such‌ ‌as‌ ‌the‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands,‌ ‌are‌ ‌experiencing‌ ‌a‌ ‌lack‌ ‌of‌‌ 
natural‌ ‌freshwater‌ ‌resources.‌ ‌Drinking‌ ‌water‌ ‌supplies‌ ‌are‌ ‌currently‌ ‌met‌ ‌by‌ ‌reverse‌ ‌osmosis‌‌ 
desalination‌ ‌plants‌ ‌and‌ ‌rainwater‌ ‌catchment‌ ‌‌(Cayman‌ ‌Islands‌ ‌Geography‌ ‌2020,‌ ‌CIA‌ ‌World‌‌ 
Factbook.‌ ‌(n.d.).‌‌ ‌This‌ ‌water,‌ ‌however,‌ ‌is‌ ‌still‌ ‌likely‌ ‌to‌ ‌contain‌ ‌water-borne‌ ‌pathogens.‌ ‌It‌ ‌is‌‌ 
presently‌ ‌a‌ ‌great‌ ‌concern‌ ‌to‌ ‌many.‌‌ ‌(The‌ ‌World‌ ‌Factbook,‌ ‌2020).‌‌ ‌The‌ ‌water‌ ‌crisis‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌‌ 
Caribbean‌ ‌region,‌ ‌including‌ ‌The‌ ‌Cayman‌ ‌Islands,‌ ‌is‌ ‌only‌ ‌worsening.‌ ‌The‌ ‌main‌ ‌factor‌ ‌that‌‌ 
contributes‌ ‌to‌ ‌this‌ ‌growing‌ ‌issue‌ ‌is‌ ‌climate‌ ‌change.‌ ‌This‌ ‌issue‌ ‌can‌ ‌affect‌ ‌rural‌ ‌and‌ ‌urban‌‌ 
populations,‌ ‌as‌ ‌seen‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌many‌ ‌small‌ ‌island‌ ‌nations‌ ‌throughout‌ ‌the‌ ‌Caribbean‌ ‌experiencing‌ ‌a‌‌ 
similar‌ ‌plight.‌ ‌Tourism‌ ‌is‌ ‌greatly‌ ‌affected‌ ‌by‌ ‌the‌ ‌lack‌ ‌of‌ ‌water,‌ ‌which‌ ‌causes‌ ‌great‌ ‌financial‌ ‌loss‌‌ 
for‌ ‌urban‌ ‌areas.‌ ‌Rural‌ ‌use‌ ‌of‌ ‌rain-fed‌ ‌agriculture‌ ‌on‌ ‌these‌ ‌island‌ ‌nations‌ ‌means‌ ‌that‌ ‌a‌ ‌lack‌ ‌of‌‌ 
water‌ ‌can‌ ‌lead‌ ‌to‌ ‌food‌ ‌insecurity.‌ ‌

As‌ ‌water‌ ‌is‌ ‌a‌ ‌vital‌ ‌part‌ ‌of‌ ‌maintaining‌ ‌one's‌ ‌body,‌ ‌water‌ ‌scarcity‌ ‌is‌ ‌extremely‌ ‌harmful‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌‌ 
communities‌ ‌it‌ ‌impacts.‌ ‌This‌ ‌issue‌ ‌affects‌ ‌adult‌ ‌men‌ ‌and‌ ‌women‌ ‌about‌ ‌the‌ ‌same,‌ ‌despite‌ ‌gender‌‌ 
if‌ ‌a‌ ‌person‌ ‌goes‌ ‌a‌ ‌long‌ ‌time‌ ‌without‌ ‌drinking‌ ‌water‌ ‌the‌ ‌impact‌ ‌on‌ ‌that‌ ‌individuals‌ ‌body‌ ‌is‌ ‌never‌‌ 
good.‌ ‌Symptoms‌ ‌of‌ ‌water‌ ‌dyhidration‌ ‌include‌ ‌but‌ ‌aren’t‌ ‌limited‌ ‌to‌ ‌“‌feeling‌ ‌thirsty,‌ ‌dark‌ ‌yellow‌‌ 
and‌ ‌strong-smelling‌ ‌pee,‌ ‌feeling‌ ‌dizzy‌ ‌or‌ ‌lightheaded,‌ ‌feeling‌ ‌tired,‌ ‌a‌ ‌dry‌ ‌mouth,‌ ‌lips‌ ‌and‌ ‌eyes,‌‌

many‌ ‌years‌ ‌now,‌ ‌however‌ ‌little‌ ‌progress‌ ‌has‌ ‌been‌ ‌made‌ ‌in‌ ‌addressing‌ ‌the‌ ‌issue‌ ‌because‌‌

Some‌ ‌diplomatic‌ ‌solutions‌ ‌could‌ ‌work‌ ‌hypothetically.‌ ‌One‌ ‌such‌ ‌option‌ ‌is‌ ‌lowering‌ ‌the‌ ‌price‌ ‌of‌‌ 
drinking‌ ‌water‌ ‌worldwide.‌ ‌If‌ ‌fresh‌ ‌water‌ ‌costs‌ ‌less‌ ‌money,‌ ‌it'll‌ ‌be‌ ‌cheaper‌ ‌to‌ ‌transport,‌ ‌meaning‌‌ 
it'll‌ ‌be‌ ‌easier‌ ‌to‌ ‌get‌ ‌quantities‌ ‌of‌ ‌fresh‌ ‌water‌ ‌to‌ ‌communities‌ ‌around‌ ‌the‌ ‌world‌ ‌that‌ ‌don't‌ ‌have‌‌

also‌ ‌see‌ ‌some‌ ‌organizations‌ ‌that‌ ‌are‌ ‌well‌ ‌known,‌ ‌like‌ ‌the‌ ‌World‌ ‌Health‌ ‌Organization,‌ ‌possibly‌‌
